System Administration
Mailbox 900 provides for basic system administration such as changing the time and resetting a password.

To access mailbox 900:

Call the voice mail.  From in the office this is usually intercom 300 (NEC IPK), 3000 (NEC IPK II), 250 (Toshiba CIX-40 or CTX-28), or 850 (Toshiba CIX or CTX 100 or 670) or you can usually just press your message key.

If you are asked for your security code, press * to cancel auto-login.

If prompted for your User ID enter 900.   If not prompted for User ID press 7, then enter 900 once prompted for User ID.  When calling from outside the office, you must enter 7 at the main greeting.
The security code is also 900.
